Either play an A-B-C# chord progression, and then A-B-A, but the problem

with this is that C#maj, C#min, and C#7 don't sound right once you play

the G string. I tried C#5, but that sounds funny. If you figure it

out, write me. Instead, you can play an A-B-A both times of the intro.
